Service Employees International Union Local 2 is recruiting activists for our Organizing 
Apprenticeship Program to take place in October/November 2024. 

We are seeking energetic individuals to lead our efforts to organize and empower low 
wage workers. Experience in the labour movement is not a prerequisite, however 
candidates should have a proven track record of activism in the social justice 
movement. Candidates who are fluent in Punjabi, Tagalog, Spanish and French will be 
given special consideration. 

Candidates will be selected to participate in a two-week paid orientation and 
assessment process to take place in Vancouver, British Columbia (travel and 
accommodation provided).  The orientation will include both classroom instruction and 
field work on a live organizing campaign. 

Candidates that successfully complete the two-week orientation will be offered a one-
year contract for the position of Organizing Apprentice.  Organizing Apprentice 
positions are available in:
